Tourism in Iraq,10 Reasons to Visit Iraq :

When you think of Irag, you might well think of smoky battlefields, cruise
missiles, and shipping tanks. Years of conflict have surrounded this
country, and while Iragq continues to struggle with political strife, there is
much more to see here other than the scars of war. This country is a
country covered in natural beauty, such as the meandering waterways of
the Tigris and Euphrates rivers. Often known as the cradle of civilization, a
nod to its ancient cities in Mesopotamia famous for their innovations in
science, writing, literature, medicine, theology, and law. This is also the
ancient home of Babylon which was considered the fertile land of
Alexander the Great. Mysterious cities like Ur blend in with Ottoman ruins
and famous mosques along the border, and you'll also find stunning
canyons that spread large kilns into the fertile plains of Iraqgi Kurdistan.
1-Erbil :
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The 7,000-year-old Erbil Citadel has a rich history and can be compared
to other greats like Cadiz and Byblos. The massive castle in the city center
is the highlight here, as is a UNESCO World Heritage Site. Another not to
be missed is the Erbil Museum of Civilization and the Kurdish Textile
Center which is a great way to learn about the history and culture of this
amazing part of the world.

2-Up :

Known for its biblical stories about epic floods and fearsome Babylonian
kings, Ur is also known for one of the most beautiful ancient ruins in the
region. Located in the deserts of southern Irag, Ur is the home of the
Ziggurat, a tall building with high walls and steep staircases that in the
ancient days would have been used to worship the Akkadian moon
goddess. Certainly this is one of the most exotic and most mysterious
sights of Iraq.



3-Baghdad :

In many ways, the history of Iraq is the history of all humanity. The Iraq
Museum's huge collection tells the epic story of human civilization, from
the earliest settlements to the rise and fall of vast empires. These
artifacts, some of them more than 10,000 years old, show the
development of everything from hunting and writing implements to
mathematics, art, law, religion, and industry — and ultimately —
humankind's best and worst impulses.



4-Albasra :
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Many people know the name Basra because it was one of the pivotal
battles of the Irag War. One of the most amazing destinations in the
country is spying. The area is covered with palm forests the city on the
Shatt al-Arab river lined with the sunny Basra Corniche where you can
walk and enjoy the wonderful evening breeze. This is where some
morphology produces it.



5-Karbalaa :

This city may not seem like much, but it is really the place where 30
million pilgrims walk each year. The area is sacred to Shiite Muslims
because of the shrine of Imam Hussein, which is the final resting place of
the martyr Hussein bin Ali who died in 680 AD during the Battle of
Karbala. It is also said to be the place that Archangel Gabriel described as
one of the most sacred places on earth. As such, every year this city sees
thousands of devotees arrive for the day of Ashura to make atonement.



6-Alhadrah :

Sitting in the dusty deserts of western Iraq are the towering columns and
ornate temples of Hatta. As a result, this place is known as one of the
most amazing archaeological sites in the entire country. Here you will
learn about the wonders of the Parthian era at this UNESCO World
Heritage site, although some of this area has been destroyed in recent
years, and it remains to be seen how many of the Hatra are still intact.



7-Dor-Kurigalzu :

The abandoned ancient ruins of Dor-Kurigalzu date back 3,500 years, and
this part of Iraq was the heart of the cradle of civilization in southern
Mesopotamia. Close to the Euphrates and Tigris rivers, this was the home
of the ancient Cassian kings who built the ziggurat in the 14th century.
This can still be found here in the form of striking stonework and mud-
brick walls rising to towers high above the desert, and would have been
used as a signpost for camel caravans on their way to Baghdad.



8-Sulaymaniyabh :

This is one of the most welcoming and relaxing cities in Iraq and is
considered safe to visit by some foreign governments. Sulaymaniyah is
located on the rugged mountains of northern Iraq and has a colder
climate compared to many other cities in the country. It also has a
thriving arts scene and is famous for its abundance of delicious
restaurants where you can enjoy the toothed kofta as well as biryani and
an array of other delicacies. If you want to take in the oases and towns of
Goyija and Azmer, this is also a great place to rest before you venture.



9-Babylon :
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The name Babylon evoked images of ancient empires, the Hanging
Gardens, and the epic battles between the kings of Alexander the Great
and the Persians. It's fair to say restoration and preservation have taken a
back seat here lately, but you can still grab some majestic castles here as
well as the vast remains of Homera. When you explore Babylon, you
know that you are following in the footsteps of the great emperors of
this part of the world, and you can marvel at artifacts such as the
magnificently ruined lion statues and imagine what the Hanging Gardens
of Babylon were once like.



10-Csiphon :

In the middle of the fourth century BC, Tstephon was a small Persian
settlement on the banks of the thorny Tigris River. In the 1st century AD
it became the capital of Parthia and grew to include the city of Seleucia.
This meant that Tstephone had become one of the largest in the region
by the 7th century AD and this is where the Stepiphon Arch was built.
Also known as the Taq Kasra, this Sassanid dome is one of the largest of
its kind in the world and one of the most important archaeological sites
in the region.

Irak'i dusiindidgunuzde, dumanli savas alanlari, seyir flizeleri ve tank
sevkiyatl distnebilirsiniz. Bu Ulkeyi yillarca stren catismalar sardi ve Irak
siyasi cekismelerle miicadele etmeye devam ederken, burada savasin
yaralarindan baska gorulecek ¢ok sey var. Bu ulke, Dicle ve Firat
nehirlerinin kivriml su yollari gibi dogal glizelliklerle kapli bir Glkedir.
Genellikle medeniyetin besigi olarak bilinen Mezopotamya'daki bilim,
yazi, edebiyat, tip, teoloji ve hukuktaki yenilikleri ile Gnli antik sehirlerine
bir selam. Burasi ayni zamanda Buiy(k iskender'in verimli topraklar olarak
kabul edilen Babil'in eski evidir. Ur gibi gizemli sehirler, sinir boyunca
Osmanli harabeleri ve Gnltu camilerle i¢ icedir ve ayrica Irak Kirdistani'nin
verimli ovalarina buyuk firinlar yayan carpici kanyonlar bulacaksiniz.

1- Erbil :

7.000 yillik Erbil Kalesi zengin bir tarihe sahiptir ve Cadiz ve Byblos gibi
diger harikalarla karsilastirilabilir. Sehir merkezindeki devasa kale,
UNESCO Duinya Mirasi Listesi'nde oldugu gibi burada éne cikiyor. Erbil
Medeniyet Muzesi ve diinyanin bu muhtesem bdlgesinin tarihi ve kiltiri
hakkinda bilgi edinmenin harika bir yolu olan Kurt Tekstil Merkezi,
kacirlmamasi gereken bir diger yerdir.

2- Ur:

Destansi seller ve korkunc Babil krallar hakkinda incil'deki hikayeleriyle
taninan Ur, bolgedeki en guizel antik kalintilardan biri ile de taninir. Gliney
Irak'in ¢ollerinde bulunan Ur, eski glinlerde Akad ay tanricasina ibadet
etmek icin kullanilan yiksek duvarlari ve dik merdivenleri olan uzun bir
bina olan Ziggurat'in evidir. Kuskusuz bu, Irak'in en egzotik ve en gizemli
manzaralarindan biridir.

3- Bagdat :

Bircok yonden, Irak tarihi tim insanhgin tarihidir. Irak Muzesi'nin devasa
koleksiyonu, ilk yerlesimlerden buyuk imparatorluklarin yikselisine ve
disusune kadar insan uygarliginin destansi hikayesini anlatiyor. Bazilari
10.000 yildan daha eski olan bu eserler, avcilik ve yazi gereclerinden



matematik, sanat, hukuk, din ve endistriye ve nihayetinde insanligin en
iyi ve en kota dirtulerine kadar her seyin gelisimini gosteriyor.

4- Albasra :

Bircok kisi Basra adini Irak Savasi'nin en 6nemli savaslarindan biri oldugu
icin biliyor. Ulkedeki en sasirtici yerlerden biri casusluktur. Bdlge palmiye
ormanlariyla kaphdir ve Satti'l-Arap nehri Gzerinde sehir,
yurlyebileceginiz ve harika aksam esintisinin tadini ¢ikarabileceginiz
glinesli Basra Kornisi ile gevrilidir. Bazi morfolojinin Urettigi yer burasidir.

5- Kerbela:

Bu sehir cok fazla gérlinmeyebilir, ama aslinda her yil 30 milyon hacinin
yuridugu yer. Bolge, MS 680'de Kerbela Savasi'nda vefat eden sehit
Hiseyin bin Ali'nin son istirahatgahi olan imam Hiseyin'in tiirbesi
nedeniyle Sii Maslimanlar icin kutsaldir. Ayrica Basmelek Cebrail'in
yeryuzundeki en kutsal yerlerden biri olarak tanimladigi yer oldugu
soylenir. Bu nedenle, bu sehir her yil binlerce adanmisin Asure giiniine
kefaret icin geldigini goruyor.

6- Elhadrah:

Bati Irak'in tozlu ¢ollerinde, Hatta'nin yukselen sttunlari ve susli
tapinaklar bulunur. Sonug olarak, burasi tim Glkedeki en sasirtici
arkeolojik alanlardan biri olarak biliniyor. Burada, bu bélgenin bir kismi
son yillarda tahrip edilmis olsa da, bu UNESCO Diinya Mirasi alaninda
Part doneminin harikalarini 6greneceksiniz ve Hatra'nin kag tanesinin hala
saglam oldugu goérilmeye devam ediyor.

7- Dor-Kurigalzu :

Dor-Kurigalzu'nun terkedilmis antik kalintilari 3.500 yil dncesine
dayanmaktadir ve Irak'in bu kismi, giiney Mezopotamya'daki uygarligin
besiginin kalbiydi. Firat ve Dicle nehirlerine yakin olan burasi, 14. ylzyilda
ziggurati insa eden eski Cassian krallarinin eviydi. Bu, ¢6lun yukarisindaki
kulelere ylkselen carpici tas isciligi ve kerpi¢ duvarlar seklinde hala
burada bulunabilir ve Bagdat'a giden deve kervanlari icin bir isaret diregi
olarak kullanilmis olabilir.



8- Siileymaniye :

Bu, Irak'taki en misafirperver ve rahatlatici sehirlerden biridir ve baz
yabanci htkimetler tarafindan ziyaret edilmesi gtivenli kabul edilir.
Suleymaniye, kuzey Irak'in engebeli daglarinda yer alir ve Glkedeki diger
bircok sehre kiyasla daha soguk bir iklime sahiptir. Ayni zamanda gelisen
bir sanat ortamina sahiptir ve disli kdftenin yani sira biryani ve bir dizi
baska lezzetin tadini ¢cikarabileceginiz lezzetli restoranlarin bollugu ile
unltdur. Goyija ve Azmer vahalarini ve kasabalarini gezmek istiyorsaniz,
burasi da yola ¢tkmadan once dinlenmek igin harika bir yerdir.

9- Babil :

Babylon adi antik imparatorluklarin, Asma Bahcelerin ve Biyiik iskender
krallari ile Persler arasindaki destansi savaslarin gorintilerini cagristirdi.
Son zamanlarda restorasyon ve korumanin burada arka planda kaldigini
soylemek dogru olur, ancak yine de burada bazi gorkemli kaleleri ve
Homera'nin engin kalintilarini kapabilirsiniz. Babil'i kesfederken, diinyanin
bu bdlgesinin blyuk imparatorlarinin ayak izlerini takip ettiginizi bilirsiniz
ve muhtesem bir sekilde yikilmis aslan heykelleri gibi eserlere hayran
kalabilir ve bir zamanlar Babil'in Asma Bahceleri'nin nasil oldugunu hayal
edebilirsiniz.

10- Kosifon :

MO dérdiinci ylzyihin ortalarinda, Tstephon dikenli Dicle Nehri kiyisinda
kiicuk bir Pers yerlesimiydi. MS 1. ylzyilda Parthia'nin bagkenti oldu ve
Seleucia sehrini kapsayacak sekilde buyidu. Bu, Tstephone'nin MS 7.
yUzyilda bélgenin en buyuklerinden biri haline geldigi ve Stepiphon
Kemeri'nin insa edildigi yer anlamina geliyordu. Taq Kasra olarak da
bilinen bu Sasani kubbesi, diinyadaki ttriiniin en buyuklerinden ve
bdlgedeki en 6nemli arkeolojik alanlardan biridir.
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
